community, regional, and/or state level

managed 73% of all 911 emergencies generated in the state of Georgia.

On November 6, 2013, Landry Merkison was appointed as the sixth Fire Chief for Clayton County Fire & Emergency
Services. During his 24-year career he has advanced through the ranks as a rookie fire fighter to becoming the Fire Chief
and EMS Director for Clayton County.
